4. CURRICULUM LINKS 

The present lesson relates to the other lessons covered in the unit:  history of Istanbul. The content is presented as both information and story (e.g., legends) in order to make it more appealing to learners. In other words, content-based instruction implemented in the current lesson, which further suggests that the lesson can also be used for second/foreign language education.

In particular, the lesson can be presented before or after (depending on the chronology of the other historical buildings on Istanbul) presentation of the other buildings in the city ranging from Topkapi Palace to Hagia Sophia.

Plus, the digital story will function as an anchor for the instructional activities that both accompany and follow it.
5. OBJECTIVES 
Upon completion of the present lesson, the learners will be able to:

1) Explain when the Maiden`s Tower was built first.
2) Explain the common two legends associated with the Maiden`s Tower 
3) Express where the Maiden Tower is located in Istanbul.
4) Express the purposes for which the tower has been used so far.
5) Explain what the legends tell about the history of Istanbul.
6. MATERIALS / TIME 
Materials: Computers with internet access

Time: 1 class hour (50 minutes)

7. SCOPE & SEQUENCE 
1) Statement of the objectives of the lesson (orientation + activation): Learners will be informed (orally or in some written form) about the objectives before watching the digital story.

2) Tapping prior knowledge: Learners will be asked to find different historical buildings using Google (activation)

3) Watching the digital story (demonstration - information).
4) Learners will be a given the chance to view the digital story once more. This time they will be asked to fill in the blanks of the transcription of the digital story (application). Group discussions on what the history of tower reveals about the history of Istanbul will be done orally in class.
5) Jaycut: Learners will create their own digital story about Maiden`s Tower that is fairly based on the information covered by this lesson.
6) Evaluation: Learners will be asked to create their own legends relating to Maiden`s tower including the following points:

a) When it was built and who built it.

b) Incorporating the two well-known legends associated with the tower.

c) The place where it is located in Istanbul.
d) What services the tower has undertaken so far.

10. EVALUATION OF THE LESSON (next page)

The following items may be used to evaluate the success of the lesson (aiming at triangulation):

1) Students’ evaluation results: Since student evaluation addresses the objectives of the lesson, the results of this will be used to gauge the overall success of the lesson.

2) Item analysis and discrimination: Each part of the student products may undergo item analysis and item discrimination to see performance differences between 1/3 of the students who got highest range of scores and 1/3 of the students who got the lowest range of scores. This may also give an idea about how successful the lesson was as well as the evaluation items in that homogeneity of the scores may imply a more successful lesson.

3) Pre-test post-test: A pre-test and a corresponding post-test (this may directly be the real evaluation items) evaluating students performance related to the objectives may be conducted. And possible negative (pre-test – post-test) results may refer to the learning gain scores, thus showing the success level of the lesson. Similarly, distribution of scores on the pre and post-test may be used to have an idea about the success of the lesson. I aim at a positively skewed distribution on the pre-test and a negatively-skewed distribution on the post-test.
4) Direct student feedback: Students may be asked to provide feedback on the lesson including all the activities. This can be done after all the activities are finished and it can be oral or written.
